Roaming is made manda-

tory, enabling any network 
to connect to the nearest 

mast.  This would ensure 
both a reduction in masts 

and antennae per mast, 

thus considerably reducing 
emissions. 

Once roaming has been 

established, a review of 

the entire mast network to 
be undertaken and surplus 

masts removed.

O2 located their   
mobile phone mast in a 
residential area and near 

to 3 schools, without ade-
quate consultation within 

our community.  O2 only 
wrote to 21 homes and 5 

businesses out of a popu-

lation of 6000. 

In 2008 there is still con-

flicting medical research 
(for adults) and insuffi-

cient research concerning 
children to indicate that in 

the long term this location 

is safe. 

Why is this research so 
important? 

It can take many years 
before patterns and 

causes of disease are 

identified.  In 1952 smok-
ing was identified as in-

creasing the risk of lung 
cancer. It took until 2007 

to ban smoking in public 

places and reduce risk to 
populations as a whole. 

Whilst scientists continue 
to call for further re-

search, No Masts In 
Southwell want O2 to relo-

cate their mobile phone 
mast and protect our com-

munity.  As a group, we 

don’t want to wait and see 

what happens to our 
health, we want to be pro-

active about our future. 

We are not alone, No 

Masts In Southwell are 

already supporting other 

communities in the UK 

campaigning against the 

siting of mobile phone 

masts within residential 

areas 

On Patrick Mercer’s sug-

gestion we are taking a 

new petition to the 
Houses of Parliament.  

We want O2’s mast to 
be moved to a safer
